Graduate Students of Chiang Mai University, Academic Year 2023

The Graduate School of Chiang Mai University has received a budget from the
University to initiate the English language skills project for CMU graduate students in the
2023 fiscal year. The objective of this project is to provide support to graduate students to
meet the foreign language requirements as stipulated in the Graduate School's

announcement. The support format is as follows.

1. Support for English Language Skills Training:

1) Support for graduate students to attend training courses at the Humanities
Academic Service Center (HAS Center), Faculty of Humanities, Chiang Mai University,
up to 3,000 Baht (three thousand Baht only) for graduate students with the following CMU-
eTEGS test scores:

1.1) CMU-eTEGS test scores less than 40 points (for regular programs)
and less than 45 points (for doctoral and international programs).

1.2) CMU-eTEGS test scores less than 60 points (for regular programs)
and less than 65 points (for doctoral and international programs).

2) Support for graduate students to attend training courses at the Language Institute
(LICMU), Chiang Mai University up to 3,000 Baht (three thousand Baht only).

3) Support for graduate students to attend training courses at other institutions up to
3,000 Baht (three thousand Baht only) (subject to conditions as stated in the Graduate

School's announcement regarding foreign language requirements for graduate students).

2. Application Documents:

1) Completed application form

2) CMU-eTEGS test scores with certified copies (in case of attending training courses
at the HAS Center, Faculty of Humanities).

3) Certified copy of student ID card.
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3. Disbursement of Support Funds:

Graduate students requesting for support funds must have taken training courses at
either the HAS Center, LICMU or other institutions. To claim the support funds, the
following supporting documents are required:

1) Original receipt or a copy of the receipt with a financial officer's signature
from the HAS Center, the LICMU, or other training institutions.

2) Proof of attending classes, with an attendance rate of at least 80% of the total
training hours (original).

3) A copy of the training course completion certificate from the HAS Center,
LICMU, or other training institutions. (copy version)

4) A copy of the student’s front page of the bank passbook from Siam
Commercial Bank, Chiang Mai University Branch, or Faculty of Medicine Branch, Chiang

Mai University.

4. Eligibility Criteria and Support Conditions:
1) Must be a graduate student at Chiang Mai University.
2) The activity for which support is requested must have started from the first
semester of the 2023 academic year.
3) The Graduate School will consider support requests in the order they are received.
4) Graduate students may request support for training courses for a single program

only.

5. Application for Support:
Graduate students interested in applying for support can download the application

form (Word format) at http://www.grad.cmu.ac.th and fill in all the required details. Then,

submit the application form along with the supporting documents by uploading them to

https://cmu.to/CMU-eTSGS66 or through the QR code provided at the end of this

announcement. The application for support will be divided into two time periods as follows:
1) From June 19, 2023, to September 30, 2023, for a total of 120 students.
2) From October 1, 2023, to May 31, 2024, for a total of 280 students.

support for training courses in English language skills development from the HAS Center,
LICMU, or other institutions, as follows:
